Classroom Rules

The following are the rules that must be followed at all times while in this classroom.  Following these rules will make it easier for you and your classmates to be successful in this class. · BE ON TIME – unexcused tardies may result in missing deadlines for assignments.  (Chapin High School tardy policy is in effect).  (Please see the syllabus and student Agenda for more information).
· No eating or drinking in class.  Exception – bottled water.

· No selling of merchandise while in class.

· Homework is due at the beginning of class.

· No talking unless involved in a group activity or discussion.

· Raise your hand if you have a question or something to add to a discussion.  (DO NOT INTERRUPT THE TEACHER OR ANOTHER STUDENT).

· Respect the rights of your fellow students.  (Be Polite).
· Seats will be assigned.  You must remain in your assigned seat unless given permission to move.

· Passes to the bathroom are at the teachers’ discretion. Students will not be excused at the start or end of class.   Students cannot have more than two passes per grading period and you must have your agenda and I.D.  Students must use the sign-out log.

· Cheating will result in a grade of “0”for that assignment.  A referral and parent/guardian contact may also result.
· No cells phones or other electronic devices are permitted in class.  (EPISD and Chapin High School policy will be enforced.)

· Refer to the Student Agenda for further information on school wide policies and procedures.

CONSEQUENCES – failure to comply with one or more of the following rules will result in one OR MORE of the following.

· Teacher/student conference

· Notification of parent/guardian

· Referral to Assistant Principal

· Dismissal from class to the Assistant Principal – dismissed student will receive the grade of “0” for all work done that day.

· The assignment of a project or report that is related to the subject material being covered in class.  This assignment will be given the graded weight of a test.
· Detention – details regarding date and time will be given.
